CHAIRMAN LEARA: Judge, I gave you a question that I
had, and what part of this would that be applied to? would
that be under Key Business Entity --

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Very good, thank you. Sergeant, you
have the floor.

SERGEANT HOLCOMB: Thank you, Mr. Chairman, and good
morning, Commissioners. Missouri State Highway Patrol
Investigators and Missouri Gaming Commission Financial
Analysts conducted comprehensive background investigations on
three supplier licensees and the key business entities
associated with each supplier.

These investigations consisted of a financial review,

feedback from Missouri casinos, jurisdictional inquiries, and
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a review of disciplinary actions, litigations, and the key
people associated with each company. The license for each
company is set to expire on May 31, 2023. Al1l companies
applied for renewal in a timely manner which allowed time for
the investigation to be conducted.

Investigative findings were submitted to the Missouri
Gaming Commission Staff for their review, and I'd be glad to
answer any questions you might have.

Under Tab B is IGT and its key business entities,
International Game Technology, Incorporated, International
Game Technology PLC, De Agostini S.p.A, and B& Holding S.p.A.
IGT is a global gaming company specializing in the design,
development, manufacture, and marketing of casino-style gaming
equipment, systems technology, game content across multiple
platforms to include land-based, online real money, and social
gaming.

CHAIRMAN LEARA: The presentation relates only to Tab B
of IGT, right, not the ICM?

SERGEANT HOLCOMB: At this time, correct.

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Okay, so that will be a separate
presentation?

SERGEANT HOLCOMB: Correct.

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Very good. Any questions for the
sergeant?

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: I just have one.
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CHAIRMAN LEARA: Yes?

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Thank you, Mr. cChairman.
Sergeant Holcomb, I notice on Page 4 of your report IGT and
the affiliated companies have extensive offices throughout the
United States and foreign countries.

agreement or whatever it is -- not yet approved by the courts,
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but it's for 269 million dollars that does not appear on the
financial statements anywhere. 1Is there a reason for that?

SERGEANT HOLCOMB: Yeah, I'll refer that question to
financial analyst, Pat O0'Dell.

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Mr. Chairman?

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: I also wanted to say that
there's an outstanding litigation that's 269 million, so

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Don't they have an obligation on GAP
standards to have that out there in their financial statement

as potential exposure? I mean that's a lot of money. If it
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was a small amount, but 269, almost 270 million dollars, is
quite Tlot.

MR. O'DELL: Right. 1In materiality, compared to what
the company is, a 10.4 billion dollar company, you're talking
about a very small percent, like two percent of your total
assets.

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Okay.

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: Is that as a result of this --
I'm assuming a class action lawsuit, Page 10 talks about the
settlement requiring court approval and class notification, so
I'm assuming it's class action.

JUDGE RICHARDSON: Right.

COMMISSIONER ZIMMERMAN: EXxact same amount.

CHAIRMAN LEARA: Are we aware, is that a consent
agreement or -- I mean are they admitting to having illegal
games?
