Chapter 30—Bingo

11 CSR 45-30.135 Bingo Workers. The commission is adding a new section (3).

PURPOSE: This amendment clarifies that workers are required to be on the approved worker list
prior to working bingo.

(3) No person shall be allowed to work bingo until that individual has been placed on the
approved worker list for that organization by the commission. The organization shall not
submit any person to be added to the approved worker list who has not been a bona fide
member of the organization for at least six (6) months.
